application assessment):

1. Why do you feel experiential learning such as that offered by museum resources are essential for
impacting ALL types of learners in a classroom? (20 points)

2. What resources at The Henry Ford (Henry Ford Museum, Greenfield Village, Ford Rouge Factory
Tour, IMAX Theatre and Benson Ford Research Center) do you consider the most effective in
supporting the K-12 curriculum? (20 points)

3. What examples can you share that demonstrates how you use innovative methods and models of
instruction in your classroom to inspire student learning? (20 points)

4. What pertinent experience or training do you “bring to the table” that will benefit The Henry Ford
Teacher Fellow Program goals and outcomes? (20 points)

5. Provide a recommendation letter from your Principal or District Supervisor that addresses his or her
confidence in your leadership and curriculum development skills.
