  Tickets to the Hallowe’en Express train ride are a separate charge and 
are timed.    
Please arrive at Smiths Creek Station at least 15 minutes before your printed departure time. 
Time slots often sell to full capacity; we may not be able to accommodate you if you miss 
your scheduled time. Walking time from The Henry Ford's parking lots to Smiths Creek Station
is roughly 30 minutes.

  Wheelchairs and motorized scooters.   
There will be a limited number of complimentary wheelchairs available at the Greenfield Village 
ticket building. To rent a wheelchair, please speak with a staff member to complete a rental  
agreement form. You are welcome to bring your own motorized scooter. However, because of
space and safety issues, scooters are not available to rent for this event. 

  Wagons and strollers.   
Wagons and strollers will not be available to rent for this event. You are welcome to bring your own.

    Use of strobe lights and other repeating light features. 

 Use of simulated fog and smoke. 

 Use of laser projectors and laser displays. 

 Loud noises and “startles.” 

 Costumed characters. 

 Acts which may involve fire- and sword-swallowing.  

    Dark environments and areas of uneven terrain and a couple of places with open water. 
Please bring a flashlight if you feel it will assist you in navigating.
